Next steps to interpret results

Does the dog have one  
or more of these signs?

• Fever
• Anorexia 
• Lethargy

• Lameness/polyarthritis 
• Epistaxis 
• Uveitis

• Petechiae 
• Ecchymoses
• Neurological signs

Clinical  
signs
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The results are consistent 
with a clinical anaplasmosis 
disease diagnosis. Consider 
treatment with appropriate 
therapy. 

Evaluate clinical response 
and retest CBC in 7 days. If no 
improvement, pursue other 
differentials for clinical and 
hematology abnormalities.

A CBC with blood film evaluation on a fresh whole blood 
specimen is recommended to evaluate for evidence of clinical 
anaplasmosis.

Infection is unlikely. Review 
benefits of tick prevention. 
Retest for tick-borne disease 
annually.Next step

Look for evidence of other 
tick-borne diseases.

A positive Anaplasma result indicates 
the presence of Anaplasma antibodies. 
In a dog without clinical signs and 
a normal CBC, this may reflect prior 
exposure to a tick infected with 
Anaplasma.
